How severe must a patients suffering be for you to consider assisting in their suicide? Would you ever assist someone in a suicide?

If a patient is receiving medicine to alleviate pain, why is it unacceptable in the eyes of the public to increase the medicine thereby allowing a patient to die quicker and painlessly and acceptable to stop medicine thereby increasing pain and suffering?
