The Bradley T. Ambroson Memorial Scholarship

Texas State University-San Marcos
Purpose:

The Bradley T. Ambroson Memorial Scholarship was established to recognize an outstanding member of the Texas State Greek community each year.  During his days as a student at Texas State, Brad Ambroson dedicated himself to excellence in the classroom, leadership roles on campus, community service, and set an example for his classmates.  His dedication to his university and to his fellow students was recognized and celebrated during and after his undergraduate years.  Applications for the Bradley T. Ambroson Memorial Scholarship will be judged on those virtues that Brad Ambroson personified as a student leader at Southwest Texas State University.

Brad attended much of his school in Kingwood, Texas, and later graduated from A. I. Dupont High School in Wilmington, Delaware in 1988.  While in high school, Brad participated in sports, incorporated a computer company with a friend, played guitar, and enjoyed music.  Brad earned his BA in Business in 1993 from Southwest Texas State University.  He was President of Alpha Tau Omega Fraternity, President of the Interfraternity Council, employed in the Dean of Students Office, and attended the Leadership Institute.  Brad completed internships with Haworth and Dell Computer.  After graduation he was employed by AT&T as a Special Account Executive for Commercial Markets out of Dallas.  He was the recipient of the AT&T Diamond Award as the top salesman in Commercial Markets South and the recipient of AT&T’s 1994 Achievers Award.

Award:

One scholarship in the amount of  $1000 each will be distributed annually, upon availability of funds, with funds distributed semesterly for the fall and spring semesters.  The selection committee shall review periodically the number and amounts of scholarships to be awarded and in consultation with the designated family member, make whatever adjustments are appropriate.

Criteria for Selection:

1. Represent family, friends, Texas State Greek community in an exemplary manner.

2. Personify leadership, communication, and organizational skills.

3. Be self-motivated and goal driven.

4. Strive for balance between academic and social values.

5. Entrepreneurial in spirit.

6. Active member of a recognized Greek-letter organization pursuing a bachelor’s degree.

7. Enrolled at Texas State full-time, in good standing and free from any disciplinary sanction.

8. Classified as sophomore or beyond.

9. Demonstrated academic excellence.

10. Demonstrated financial need.

A scholarship recipient may re-apply for the scholarship each year with renewal based on merit.

Limitations of the Fund:

The principal of the Fund shall remain inviolate.  Additional funds may be added to the endowed fund at any time.  Ninety percent of the annual interest earnings of the fund may be utilized each year and ten percent of the interest shall be added to the endowment.  The Texas State Development Foundation investment committee will be responsible for investing the funds to achieve the maximum amount of income, and will disburse scholarship awards at the appropriate time.

Selection Committee:

The selection committee shall consist of a faculty member appointed by the Dean of the School of Business, a representative from the Interfraternity Council, the President or his designee of Alpha Tau Omega, the Dean of Students or his designee, an Ambroson family member and an honorary committee of friends.

4. Three letters of recommendation from faculty or staff who have taught you, advised you, and/or supervised you.
